Rubric of the reflections. These reflections by students must include documentation of their level of participation in the project, and their reflection how they believe incorporating global, international and intercultural insights might be personally helpful to them as a way to solve problems.  
Minimum Criteria for Success:

1) Documentation of active participation and 2) understanding of global, international and intercultural perspectives as resources for problem-solving (each scored 3 or better on a 4-point rubric) 
Sample:

One student per group will be randomly selected for the sample. 10 or 10% whichever is greater.
