2. Embedded test questions
Evaluation Process:

1. Students are evaluated on the basis of their ability to make conceptual linkages between course readings, lecture materials, and their personal experience and observation. 

2. Checking for correct answers on exams.

Minimum Criteria for Success:
1. 80% of students can successfully link concepts to their personal experience.

2. Class average on these questions is 80%.

	Assessment Activity/Artifact:

Food Security/Food Sovereignty Brief: students will define each term and identify the political implications of each. They will then use these concepts to analyze the political economy of the food system of a country of their choice, demonstrating how that country’s food security/sovereignty is shaped by its place in the global system.  

Evaluation Process:

1. Student presents and contrasts the two terms (security vs. sovereignty) with clarity.

2. Student recognizes the implications of the difference between the terms.

3. Student is able to use multiple concepts from the course to analyze the food system of the country. 

4. Research is appropriate and sufficient to the topic. 

5. Paper is clearly organized and argument is coherent. 

Minimum Criteria for Success:

80% of artifacts meet the criteria.
